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Sercs we're sitting down for what is quite a special
achievement for you as on Saturday afternoon,

at one of your former clubs, you hit 650 career
appearances which is something you probably
didn’t think you would’ve got when you were
younger but what an achievement it is.

It took me all of 30 seconds to apply
because | knew this was exactly what | wanted to do -
empower women in foothall, encourage girls to come to
their first foothall match and feel safe and shine a light on
how sexism in football is rife and needs to be as punishable
as homaophaobia and racism. | want to be a part of change
and this is the best way to do it, we are already making so
many positive changes at Cheltenham and I'm so proud
to be working so closely with the club themselves, the
Community Trust and the Rohins Trust to makes these
changes possible.
