The club have issued a
media statement providing an
explanation for the loss which |
would encourage fans to read on
the club’s website.

Although the previous seasons
loss is a concern which we must
and are addressing it follows
two profitable seasans. Taken
together over the past three

seasons it is, | believe, fair to say
that the Club has performed well
above its financial resources and
with averall financial prudence.
If we also compare ourselves
with the financial position of a
number of other league Clubs
who return significantly higher
losses year on year we should be
justifiably pleased.

The financial pressure of
maintaining sustainable League
One foothall is considerable.
Wages and other overheads rise
year on year as clubs compete

for the best players whilst at the
same time attempting to maintain
and improve their stadiums and
training facilities. | appreciate that
it is hard to accept, as a fan, that
certain income, such as the sale
of a player, cannot always he fully
reinvested in a replacement player.
The reality is that such income
often must be applied toward
paying other unavoidable costs.

February has been a positive
month for us on the pitch
with three wins, two defeats

and a draw. In arder to climb
up the league table it will be
necessary for us to sustain
that form during March and
April. | know that Darrell and
all his staff and players are
waorking remarkably hard and
will be doing their very hest to
win the points we need.

As always, | cannot over
emphasise or thank you enough
for the role that you, our fans,
can, do and must continue to
play in supparting the team for
our remaining league fixtures. In
addition to giving your maximum
vocal support today please
continue to do the same at all
our remaining games both home
and, when possible, away. Your
attendance and positive support
makes a huge difference in
creating a winning environment.
If we all continue to work hard
and support the team we can
again succeed against the
financial odds!
