It’s a new dawn at Birmingham City Football
Club with the Blues having been taken over by
new owners, ending a long saga of troubles at St
Andrews. With new chairman Thomas Wagner,
CEO Gary Cook and a certain NFL legend in Tom
Brady behind the change at the club, there’s
reason to be excited for Blues fans.

City finished in 17th at the close of
the 2022/23 Championship season, a
finish that would've felt very familiar
for the Second City club. In fact, the
Blues haven't finished in the top

half of the Championship since the
2015/16 season, but under new
leadership with a new direction and a
brighter future, could that be about
to change.

John Eustace’s side opened their
2023/24 Championship campaign
with a 1-1 draw away to Swansea City,
new signing Siriki Dembele netting

his first goal since his summer move.
It's a good result to kick-off their
campaign ahead of their return to

the second city next weekend to host
Leeds United.

The Blues are no strangers to the
Completely-Suzuki Stadium, having
made the trip to Gloucestershire
just a few weeks ago in pre-season.
And it was the Blues who ran out
3-2 winners despite the Rohins
going ahead twice, courtesy of Ellis
Chapman and George Lloyd goals.

Birmingham have been busy in the
transfer market this Summer and
have brought in some key players. Two

of which are Dion Sanderson
and Krystian Bielik. The pair
have been on loan on two
different occasions from
Wolves and Derby County
respectively over the past few
seasons but have now both

committed permanently to the

club. The signings of the
previously mentioned
Dembele and Ethan
Laird are also very
exciting for Blues fans,
as is the acquisition of
Kaji Miyashi, who joined
from Belgian outfit Royal
Antwerp.

There will certainly be
a sense of excitement
around the club as
they head into a new
era in Birmingham
as Eustace looks to
build on his first full
campaign. The Blues
however arrive at the
Completely-Suzuki
Stadium having
failed to make it past
the first round of the
Carabao Cup in five of
the lasts seven years.
